Fidget toys for sensory and tactile needs 

Fidgets and other hand held toys are a great way to encourage attention and 
concentration. They also address tactile and sensory needs of some students. Some 
students (at the request of specialists) require functional and socially acceptable fidgets 
to help them learn? 

Tactile stimulation and strengthening for the hands, fidgets can be pulled, twisted or used 
as hand warm-ups before writing tasks. While we have been encouraging the use of 
fidgets at our school over many years (for some students), there are guidelines and rules 
to assist in the appropriate use of them while at school.   

Students are not permitted to bring toys and personal items to school. Please note that 
this also relates to fidget toys. If your child has been advised that they need a fidget toy 
please contact me so a meeting can be arranged to develop a personalised learning plan. 
The correct use and rules of sensory toys also need to be implemented to ensure 
disruption is kept to a minimum to students and their peers.  

Fidget toys are effective if used appropriately. If you have a child who needs a fidget 
toys at a medical practitioners request please contact me on 49797333 so this can be 
arranged.
